CITATION REQUIREMENTS

If you are exempt from 
ENGL 101, you must complete 13 credits.  These credits must be satisfied during the two-year period of the 
Scholars Program (4 semesters).  All students are expected to comply with the University’s Code of Academic 
Integrity.
